IMPORTANT NOTICE TO ALL MEMBERS

As has been reported over the past year or so, the Lodge is and has been experiencing significant fi-
nancial difficulties due to a number of factors. A special Lodge committee (Save our Lodge Committee)
established last year has been exploring different options on how to cope with, and overcome, these
difficulties. We have a facility built some 40 years ago to accommodate the 3,500 membership that ex-
isted at that time. That membership has declined over the years to the current number of about 1,100.
Along with that decline, the Lodge facilities are in dire need of repair and renovations, the cost of which
is beyond the Lodgedés current financial means. So
safety and health issues. With this in mind, the Save our Lodge Committee has determined that the
only viable option is to place the current facilities up for sale, either in whole or in part. The proceeds
received from such a sale would then be used to either (a) purchase property at a different Vallejo lo-
cation for the purpose of relocating the Lodge or (b) if a sale involved a portion of the current site, then
use the proceeds from that sale to either renovate or replace the existing facilities. One point that

must be emphasized is that the Lodge /s not going to be dissolved or closed. The address and physical
location may change but there will still be a Vallejo Elks 559. This is why it is imperative that every
member renew their membership by paying their dues upon receipt of their dues statement.

In order to proceed with a plan, the Save our Lodge Committee has appointed a sub -committee to ex-
plore and investigate options that the Lodge might have in pursing a potential sale. The sub -committee
has done some preliminary work and as a result of a report to the main committee on January 6, 2009,
the Save our Lodge Committee unanimously voted to recommend the Lodge property be listed for sale.
In order for this to be done, Grand Lodge Statutes (GLS 12.070) require Lodge approval to allow the
Trustees to take action listing the Lodge for sale. 7This notice is to advise all members that a vote

on this matter will be held at the reqular Lodge meeting on February 4, 2009 at 8PM. All

members are encouraged to attend. A majority vote at that meeting will prevail . It should
be noted that this action will only authorize listing of the property and not actual sale.

Any action to actually accept an offer or consummate a sale will also require Lodge approval before
such action can be finalized. Grand Lodge approval must also be obtained.
